Deductive Reasoning:
Starts with a General Premise

Secondary premise:

Conclusion

Every morning the run Rises in the West and sets in the East.

That which appears to move is in fact moving.

Therefore, the Sun moves around the earth from West to East.

Inductive Reasoning:

Starts with a very specific observation

Moves from the specific to the universal

Science is primarily inductive

Scientific Method: Hypothesis; Controlled experiment to make specific observations; See if the experiment confirms or denies the hypothesis

You look at specific facts.

Move in your thinking from specific facts to general statement of truth.
