1) Is the focus of the paper narrow enough to be manageable but broad enough to allow for ten pages of writing?

2) Are ideas and facts documented properly in MLA style?  If something is not “common knowledge” it should be documented/sourced.

3) Are quotes used properly?  Quotes should not be too long.  Can quotes be better used as a paraphrase?  Are quotes “assimilated” into writer’s voice and ideas?  Remember to explain quotes and link to paragraph topic sentence and/or thesis.

4) Looks for areas of expansion where the writer can expand on an existing sentence or paragraph or add a whole new section.
