Points to consider as you edit Refutation Essay:
1) Does the essay introduce the title and author of the opposing essay?

2) Does the introduction get your attention and introduce the thesis clearly?

3) Does the essay present enough background information so that when the arguments for and against begin to be discussed you have enough knowledge to understand the arguments?

4) Are the main points of the opposing argument presented clearly?

5) Are they refuted or at least addressed and neutralized in a persuasive way, with a tone that is not hostile or radical?

6) If there are logical fallacies present in the opposing view, does the essay explain these and show how the argument is flawed?

7) If the essay introduces extraneous support, is it from the text or online materials from Haffa’s web site?  

8) Does the conclusion restate the thesis (using different language) and clearly review the main points?
