Reading Rough Draft:
Introduction:

1) Does the introduction get your attention? Grabber?

2) Does the introduction provide enough background to topic to properly introduce it?

3) Does the introduction have a clear thesis statement?

Body:

1) Is there adequate support for the thesis?

2) Are reasonable counter claims or opposition anticipated and answered?

3) Is the support presented in a way that would be persuasive to target audience?

Conclusion:

1) Does conclusion restate thesis?

2) Does conclusion review main points of support?

3) Does conclusion convey purpose (what author wants reader to do or how she or he wants them to think differently)?

Grammar and spelling

Overall: Is thesis well presented and supported in a way that the target audience would understand?

Quotes: explain and apply—how is it relevant to thesis and/or paragraph topic sentence
