Run-on Sentences and Comma Splices: 
A run-on sentence occurs when one sentence runs into another without anything to mark their junction.  A comma splice occurs when only a comma marks the junction.

Run-on: Laura failed to set her alarm she was late for work.

Comma splice: Violets are blooming now, my lawn is covered with them.

Run-on Rick refused to attend the movie he said he hated horrors shows.

Comma-splice: Perry watched the road carefully, he still miss his turn.

If both parts can stand alone, there is an error.

Revision:

1)  Create two separate sentences.

Violets are blooming now.  My lawn is covered with them.

Violets are blooming now; my lawn is covered with them.

3) Join the sentences with a comma and a coordinating conjunction (and, but, or, nor, for, yet, so).

4) Join the sentences with a semi-colon and a conjunctive adverb.

Laura failed to set her alarm; consequently, she was late for work.

Violets are blooming now; in fact, my yard is covered with them.

5) Introduce one of the sentences with a subordinating conjunction

Because Laura failed to set her alarm, she was late for work.
