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Due to increased activities at member Districts by Cal OSHA, the Certified Unified Program Agencies (CUPA), and the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC), the Bay Area Community College Districts JPA and Northern California Community College Pool have expressed an interest in having a comprehensive assessment performed of each District’s Hazardous Materials Program. The development, administration, implementation and documentation of a formal Hazardous Materials Program is a building block used towards complying with requirements and avoiding any associated discrepancies and/or penalties.

Keenan will evaluate each District’s Hazardous Materials Program including a review of regulations and procedures for the following:

· Hazardous Materials Inventory (identify issues involving the tracking, usage and storage of hazardous materials) Title 19 CCR, Sections 2620-2732: Title 24 CCR, Part 9, Section 80.115
      Various regulations require employers to track the locations of hazardous materials in their              buildings and provide proper notifications, warning and access to safety information.  These           regulations were enacted to protect employees, outside contractors and emergency responders        from exposure to hazardous materials.  
· Haz Mat Business Plan and Chemical Disclosures
  Title 19 CCR, Sections 2620-2732: Title 24 CCR, Part 9, Section 80.115

  Applies to any business that handles hazardous materials or waste in amounts equal to or                        greater than, the State threshold quantities.  

· Internal Chemical Purchasing Policies and Procedures
· Hazard Communication Program – Written Plan, Training and MSDS
Title 8 CCR, Section 5194

Designed to alert employees about hazardous chemicals by giving them greater access to information on their physical and health hazards, safe handling precautions, and emergency and first aid procedures.
· Chemical Hygiene Program – Written Plan and Training (Chemistry and Life Sciences)
Title 8 CCR, Section 5191
Applies to all employers engaged in the laboratory use of hazardous chemicals. 
· Hazardous Waste Program – Title 8 CCR, Section 5192
· Waste Disposal

· Integrated Waste Management

· E Waste

· Recycling
              Applies to all California businesses whose acts or processes generate, handle, or dispose of                      hazardous wastes.

A checklist will be forwarded to each District to assist in determining compliance.  The checklist should be completed by each District prior to the consultant’s visit.  The consultant will then visit the sites and conduct a walk through and survey to verify the information provided by the District.  A follow up report, along with the completed checklist, outlining deficiencies and areas of noncompliance and recommending corrective measures, will be provided to each District.  An executive summary of all members’ compliance or non-compliance will be prepared for the JPA.   
 Timeline:
A meeting will be scheduled with all the members, and the assigned Keenan Loss Control    Consultant, prior to the program start to discuss the information needed to complete the checklist.  Before this meeting, a list will be provided to Keenan with the names of the appropriate District personnel who will assist with the completion of the checklist.  These individuals could include the Director of M & O, the Security Director, the Risk Manager or other personnel the District may assign to this project.
Program will begin July 1, 2008
Reports will be submitted to the Districts/JPA by September 1, 2008
