Ms S. age 30 white female is a client well known to your unit.  She has had numerous admissions for medical problems related to her chronic renal failure.  She is being admitted today for a severe URI (upper respiratory infection).  She has a productive cough and complains of sore throat.  Her sputum is yellow-green.  She is 5’11” and weighs 89 pounds.  She states she is allergic to penicillin and gets a rash.  VS 98/50; 68 24; 102.2 F.

Objective – Lung wheeze and crackles all fields, diminished in bases, productive cough, yellow-green sputum.
