COURSE: NURS 100

Pharmacology for Nursing

DESCRIPTION: Introduction to the nurse’s role in drug therapy.  Focus on characteristics of drug classifications and calculations of pharmacological dosages.

CREDIT/HOURS: 2 semester hour of credit




24 lecture hours and 25 lab hours

PREREQUISITES: Chemistry 215 or equivalent and Physiology lecture and Lab

COURSE DESCRIPTION CONT.

Students wishing to enter the nursing program need to take the class for a Letter grade.

Medication Cards: All assigned medication cards are required and must be satisfactorily completed and turned in on time. Typed cards are required.

Dosage Calculation Quizzes: Are to be done at home and will be reviewed in class the following week. These are to be turned in on the date they are due.

Student Responsibilities: Read all assigned readings.  Examinations will include questions from the readings and items not covered during class lecture.  Class will be in the format of lectures, case studies presentations and lab experiences.
