Monterey Peninsula College and the California State Education Code prohibit the
consumption of alcoholic beverages during a college function regardless of your
age (even if you are over 21 years of age). For over-night field trips, this includes
evenings and all periods before and after formal activities.

Prescriptive drugs must be listed and attached to this form. The use of an illegal
substance or drugs is prohibited.

Destruction of any property is a violation of the California Education Code. Any
costs associated with such destruction will be the responsibility of those involved.

Students are expected to attend all agenda events unless they have a valid excuse
that is pre-approved by the club advisor, coach or instructor.

Behavior must be in compliance with the Monterey Peninsula College code of
conduct as presented in the Student Rights and Responsibilities Handbook and
Monterey Peninsula College regulations (AR6110).

Any violation of these rules may result in exclusion from future field trips,
excursions, and in severe cases, may result in suspension or expulsion from the
college. Referrals to the appropriate law enforcement agencies will also be made
as appropriate.

I understand that violation of this agreement may result in my immediate return to my
home at my own expense. Further disciplinary action may also be imposed by the
appropriate authorities upon return to Monterey Peninsula College.
